“You Have Won $1000 Shopping Spree” 

Use your imagination and pretend that you entered a contest called “Bullseye” to win a $1000.00 shopping spree at Target. Imagine the surprised look on your face when you’re called to the phone and told that you WON! 
HOLD UP! The surprised look on your face turns serious when you learn there are a couple of stipulations! You are informed that the total cost of all the items you select must not exceed (go over) $1000.00, tax included which is 9%. Also, the total cost of all the items (tax included) must fall between $990.00 and $1000.00 or you lose everything. ONE MORE CATCH YOU HAVE TO PURCHASE 5 OR MORE ITEMS.

"Not a problem!" you exclaim. "I have a secret weapon called Excel! I can make it do the math for me - right down to the very last penny! Show me the money!" “Show me the money!"

Create your spreadsheet, first create a column to keep up with the items you want. Record the cost of each item in and how many items you’d like to purchase.  Keep up with your total. See below for setting up this Spreadsheet below

1. Type the title “Online Shopping Spree” in cell A1. Select cells A1, B1, C1, and D1. Click on Merge and Center. Make the title any font but the font size should be 18 & Bold.

2. Type in the column headings in row 2. A2: Item; B2: Quantity; C2: Price; D2: Cost. Font size 16 & Bold.

3. The Cost column needs to be a formula. It needs to multiply the quantity cell times the price cell. (=B3*C3). Copy the first formula to the cells below it. You should copy it from D4 to D15.
4. In C16, type “Sub Total.”
5. In D16, we want to add the column up. Use Auto Sum on the home tab.

6. In C17, type “Tax.”
7. In D17, you need to write the formula to calculate the tax. You will need to multiply the sub total cell by .09. (=D16*.09)

8. In C18, type “Total.”
9. In D18, you need to write the formula to add the sub total and the tax together. (=D16+D17)

10. In C19, type “Budget.”
11. In D19, type “1,000.”
12. In C20, type “Remainder.”
13. In D20, you will need to write the formula to subtract the 1,000 minus the total. (=D19-D18)

14. Select the bottom labels and corresponding numbers and make those bold and size 14.

15. Finally, you need to select all the figures in column C & column D and format them to currency.  Home tab/Number/ Choose currency ($)
16. Go to the Target.com online and begin shopping! You must purchase between 5 and 13 items.
17. Use your spreadsheet to keep track of the money you are spending.  Stay within your budget!
18. Save it to your H: drive.  Call it Shopping Spree.
